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GENERAL INFORMATION

The Community Reinvestment Act (CRA) requires each federal financial supervisory agency to
use its authority when examining financial institutions subject to its supervision, to assess the
ingtitution's record of meeting the credit needs of its entire community, including low- and
moder ate-income neighborhoods, consistent with safe and sound operation of the institution.
Upon conclusion of such examination, the agency must prepare a written evaluation of the
institution's record of meeting the credit needs of its community.

This document is an evaluation of the Community Reinvestment Act (CRA) performance of First
Mid-lllinois Bank & Trust, N.A., Mattoon, Illinois as prepared by The Comptroller of the
Currency, the institution's supervisory agency, as of August 16, 1999. The agency evaluates
performance in assessment area(s), as they are delineated by the institution, rather than
individual branches. The agency rates the CRA performance of an institution consistent with the
provisions set forth in Appendix A to 12 CFR Part 25.



DEFINITIONSAND COMMON ABBREVIATIONS

The following terms and abbreviations are used throughout this Performance Evaluation. The definitions are
intended to provide the reader with a general understanding of the terms, not a strict legal definition.

Assessment Area (AA)- The geographic area which an institution selects as the community within which its
regulator will assess the ingtitution’s record of CRA performance. Generally, an urban assessment area will
not extend beyond the boundaries of a Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA). A rural assessment area may
contain one or more neighboring counties.

Block Numbering Area (BNA)- Statistical subdivisions of counties in which census tracts have not been
established. BNA'’s have been established by the United States Census Bureau in conjunction with state
agencies.

CensusTract (CT)- Small, locally defined statistical areas within a MSA. These areas are determined by the
Untied States Census Bureau in an attempt to group homogeneous populations. A CT has defined boundaries
per ten-year census and an average population of 4,000.

Community Development (CD)- Affordable housing (including multi-family rental housing) for low- and
moderate-income (LMI) individuals; community services targeted to low- or moderate-income individuas;
activities that promote economic development by financing businesses or farms that meet size eligibility
standards of the Small Business Administration’s Development Company or Small Business Investment
Company programs (13 CFR 121.301) or have gross annual revenues of $1 million or less; activities that
revitalize or stabilize low- or moderate-income geographies.

Community Reinvestment Act (CRA)- The statute that requires OCC to evaluate a bank’s record of meeting the
credit needs of its local community, consistent with the safe and sound operation of the bank, and to take this
record into account when evaluating certain corporate applications filed by the bank.

FMIB&T- First Mid-lllinois Bank & Trust, N.A..

Full-Scope Review Performance under the Lending, Investment, and Service Tests is analyzed considering
fully understood performance context, quantitative factors (e.g. geographic distribution, borrower
distribution, total number and dollar amount of investments, branch distribution) and qualitative factors (e.g.
innovation, complexity).

Geography- A census tract or a block numbering area delineated by the United States Bureau of the Censusin
the most recent decennial census.

Home Mortgage Disclosure Act (HMDA)- The statute that requires certain mortgage lenders that do business or
have banking offices in MSAs to file annual summary reports of their mortgage lending activity. The reports
include such data as the race, gender, and the income of the applicant(s), the amount of loan requested and
the disposition (e.g. approved, denied, withdrawn) of the application.

Home Mortgage L oans- Such loans include home purchase and home improvement loans, as defined in the
HMDA regulation. This definition also includes multifamily (five or more families) dwellings loan, loans for
the purchase of manufactured homes and refinancing of home improvement and home purchase loans.
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Income-L evels- These relate to individuals, families, and the CT'sin an MSA.

L ow-lncome- Income levels that are less than 50 percent of the median family income.

M oder ate-| ncome - Income levels that are at least 50 percent and less than 80 percent of the median
family income.

Middle-l ncome- Income levels that are at |east 80 percent and less than 120 percent of the median
family income.

Upper-Income- Income levels that are 120 percent or more of the median family income.

Limited-Scope ReviewPerformance under the Lending, Investment, and Service Tests is analyzed using only
guantitative factors (e.g., geographic distribution, borrower distribution, total number and dollar amount of
investments, branch distribution).

Median Family Income (MFI)- The median income determined by the United States Census Bureau every ten
years and used to determine the income level category of geographies. Also, the median income determined
by the Department of Housing and Urban Development annually that is used to determine the income level
category of individuals. For any given area, the median is the point at which half of the families have income
above it and half below it.

Metropalitan Statistical Area (M SA)- Area defined by the Director of the United States Office of Management
and Budget. MSAs consist of one or more counties, including large population centers and nearby
communities that have a high degree of interaction.

Small Business L oans- Loans with original amounts of $1 million or less that are: (1) secured by nonfarm
nonresidential properties; or (2) commercial and industrial loans to U.S. addresses.

Small Farm Loans- Loans with original amounts of $500 thousand or less that are: (1) secured by farmland; or
(2) to finance agricultura production and other loans to farmers.

Tier 1 Capital-The total of common shareholders’ equity, perpetual preferred shareholders’ equity with
noncumulative dividends, retained earnings and minority interests in the equity accounts of consolidated
subsidiaries.

The magjor factors that support this rating include:

Loans to borrowers of different income levels showed good ditribution. Of the families located in
the non-MSA AA, 16% are low-income and 17% are moderate-income.  From January 1, 1998
through June 30, 1999, FMIB& T made 17% of the home improvement loansin this AA to low-
income borrowers and 30% to moderate-income borrowers. During the same period, FMIB& T
made 6% of the home purchase loansin the AA to low-income borrowers and 19% to moderate-
income borrowers.

Loans made to businesses of different sizes show good digtribution. In the non-MSA AA, 76% of
the small business loans made by FMIB& T were to businesses with annua revenues less than $1
million. Ninety percent of the busnessesin the AA have annud revenues of less than $1 million.
Only 65% of al of the market’s smd| business |oans were made to businesses with revenues of less
than $1 million. FMIB& T's market share of 1oans made to businesses with annud revenues of less
than $1 million is greater than their market share for small businessloansin generd. Also, loans
mede to farms of different Sizes show good distribution. Ninety-nine percent of the smal farm loans
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in the non-MSA AA were made to farms with annua revenues of less than $1 million. Thisisinline
with demographics, as 98% of the farmsin the AA have annud revenues of less than $1 million.

A subgtantid mgority of the bank’ sloans are located in the bank’ s assessment areas. The bank
originated 92% of their home purchase loans, 91% of small business|oans, and 82% of small farm
loansinsde their assessment areas.

The geographic digtribution of loans made by First Mid-lllinois Bank & Trust, N.A. is reasonable.
An adequate number of loans made by the bank are in low- and moderate-income census tracts.
Of the home improvement loans originated in the non-MSA counties AA, 8% were made ingde the
moderate-income tract, athough only 2% of the owner-occupied unitsin the AA arein thistract.
Of the home purchase loans originated in the non-MSA AA, the bank originated 2% in the
moderate-income tract.

Firg Mid-lllinois Bank & Trugt, N.A provides ardatively high number of community development
Services.



DESCRIPTION OF INSTITUTION

Firg Mid-lllinois Bank & Trugt, N.A. (FMIB&T) isa $587 million intrastate indtitution located in
Maitoon, Illinois. The bank operates saventeen offices. Five branches, plus the main office arein Coles
County, two branches are in each of the following counties: Douglas County, Effingham, Moulltrie, and
Riatt counties. One branch islocated in Champaign, Cumberland, and Christian counties.

The following changes in the bank’ s structure have occurred since January 1, 1997: On March 7, 1997,
FMIB&T purchased the Charleston branch of First of America. On November 15, 1997, Heartland
Saving Bank (an affiliate indtitution headquartered in Mattoon with a branch Urbana) was merged into
the bank. On May 10, 1999, the bank acquired three Bank One facilities located in De Land,
Monticello, and Taylorville. Theselast three branches (two in Piatt County and one in Chrigtian
County) are not being included in our CRA assessment as the assessment period was dmost over when
they were acquired.

Firg Mid-llinois Bank & Trust, N.A. iswholly owned by First Mid-lllinois Bancshares, Inc., aone-
bank holding company. The holding company aso owns First Mid-lllinois Data Services, Inc., which
provides data processing for the bank and holding company only. The bank does have an operating
subsdiary, Firgt Mid-lllinois Insurance Service, Inc., which is profitable and does not negatively impact
the bank’ s ability to meet the communities credit needs.

As of June 30, 1998, the bank had $359 million in tota loans, or 61% of total assets. The make-up of
the loan portfolio was 70% rea edtate secured. Forty-eight percent of the portfolio is 1-4 family
resdentid loans, 15% is commercid red estate, 15% is comprised of commercid loans, 7% is
agriculturd red estate, 8% is made up of agriculturd loans, and only 7% consist of loansto individuds.
The bank focuses on commercid lending to small businesses, originating secondary market red estate
loans, and trust services. There are no financid, legd, or other impediments that would hinder the
bank’s ability to help meet the credit needs of its assessment area.



SCOPE OF THE EVALUATION
Evaluation Period/Products Evaluated

We reviewed HMDA (home purchase, home improvement, home refinance, and multi-family), smal
business (Iloans with origind amounts of $1 million or less), smdl farm (loans with origind amounts of
$500 thousand or less), and community development loans for the time period of January 2, 1997 to
Jdune 30, 1999. FMIB& T chose not to have its consumer lending activity included in the CRA
evauation. Due to the merger during 1997, no loan data from the former Heartland Savings Bank for
1997 wasincluded in the andysis. Also, for our 1997 review of home mortgages we took a sample of
sixty home mortgages, as FMIB& T was not aHMDA reporter in 1997. Of our sample of sixty loans,
the bank could not locate two of thesefiles.  Asmentioned under the description of the ingtitution, the
assessment areas reviewed during this evauation will be the assessment areas prior to the May 1999
acquigtions. Thelast CRA evduation dated August 14, 1997 rated the bank * Satisfactory Record of
Meeting Community Credit Needs.”

The review of investments included areview of the investment portfolio and an analysis of the donations
and pledges provided to community service organizations. Our evauation of services included andyzing
the bank’ s branch/ATM network for the availability and effectiveness of ddivering retail-banking
sarvices. We analyzed the effect of the changes in branch locations since the previous CRA
examination. We dso considered the extent and innovativeness of its community development services
in meeting the credit needs of the assessment area.

Data Integrity

In order to determine the accuracy of data presented by the bank, we verified a sample of 1998 and
1999 HMDA loans. We dso verified asample of 1997, 1998, and 1999 smal business and smdl farm
loans.

We reviewed a sample of HMDA reportable transactions to ensure the loan type, purpose, action
taken, origination amount, geographic location, and applicant income were accurately reported on the
Loan Application Register (LAR). Our review of the HMDA information noted only 4% of these critical
fields contained errors. Due to this reasonable level of errors, the 1998 and 1999 HMDA reports were
considered accurate and were used in our anaysis.

The sample of small business and smdl farm loans was reviewed to ensure the loan type, action taken,
original amount, geographica location, and revenue categories were properly reported. Our review
noted only 2% of the critical fields contained errors. The CRA datais considered accurate and was
used in our andysis.

We ds0 reviewed 100% of the loans the bank was reporting as community development. We
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discussed the bank’ s lending programs to determine if they were flexible and innovative. We reviewed
100% of the bank’ s community development investments. In addition, we reviewed al the donations
the bank made from January 2, 1997 through June 30, 1999. With assistance from bank personnel, we
determined which organizations met the definition of community development and only included those
under the investment test. We aso reviewed the bank’ s services with the assistance of bank personnel
to determine which services met the definition of community deve opment.

Selection of Areasfor Full-Scope Review

Our andysisincluded full scope examination procedures for both of FMIB& T’ s assessment areas prior
to May 10, 1999. The first assessment areaincludes Coles, Cumberland, Moultrie, Douglas, and
Effingham counties, which are not located inaMSA. The second assessment areais Champaign
County that isthe MSA #1400. Both of these assessment areas are in the state of Illinois.

Ratings

As mentioned above, both of the bank’ s assessment areas are located in lllinois. The non-MSA
assessment areawas more heavily weighted due to the fact that only one of the bank’s branchesis
located within the Champaign County MSA. The Champaign County MSA assessment areawas dso
weighted less due to the recent entry into this area.

In the lending test, the distribution of loans by income level of the borrower received more weight than
the digtribution of loans by income leve of geography. Inthe non-MSA AA, thereis only one moderate
BNA and only 6% of the AA low-income families and 4% of the AA moderate-income familiesare
located in this BNA. Also, when reviewing the HMDA products, we weighed the home purchase and
home improvement products more heavily than the home refinance.

Other

During this exam, we conducted two community contacts, one red estate agent from each assessment
area. We dso reviewed information from six community contacts conducted by other examiners. Five
of these community contacts were for the non-MSA assessment area and the other one was for the
Champaign County MSA. Three of these contacts were redtors, one was a city government officid,
one was an executive director of an economic development organization, and one was a county
government official. Credit needs for both assessment areas that were identified through these contacts
include smdl business loans and home mortgage loans. A contact for the Champaign County MSA
dated that afirst time homebuyers program for existing houses was needed.
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FAIR LENDING REVIEW

Our fair lending review congsted of a comparative file analysis on gpplications to purchase 1-4 family
homes. The applications were al received by FMIB& T between Jduly 1, 1998 and June 30, 1999. We
compared eight denied individua femdefilesto forty gpproved individud mdefiles. We evauated the
underwriting decisons to determine whether the femae applicants were treated smilarly to the mae
goplicants. Our andysisdid not show any disparate treatment or discrimination. No violations of the
subgtantive provisions of the antidiscrimination laws and regulations were identified.
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CONCLUSIONSWITH RESPECT TO PERFORMANCE TESTS

FMIB& T soverdl CRA performanceis Satisfactory. FMIB& T has met the intent of the Community
Reinvestment Act.

LENDING TEST

The bank’ s performance under the Lending Tet israted “High Satisfactory.” We assessed FMIB&T's
lending performance by focusing our review on smal business, smdl farm, and HMDA loans. Based on
full-scope reviews, the bank’ s performance in the non-M SA assessment areais good. In the
Champaign County MSA #1400, FMIB& T’ s performance is adequate. As mentioned previoudly, the
non-MSA assessment area carries more weight in our reting for thisinditution. Market share
information was not amgjor factor in reviewing the components of the lending tests, because FMIB& T
isthe only large bank headquartered in Assessment Area#1 (5 county non-MSA area) and the bank
does only about 7% of their business in Assessment Area#2 (Champaign County MSA). Also, market
share information is not available for home mortgage data, since the bank was not a HMDA reporting
inditution in 1997. For the small farm and small business market share information in Assessment Area
#2, it is dso important to redlize that the bank only had a branch in this AA for less than 2 months of
1997.

Major Conclusions:

The bank’ s digtribution of lending to borrowers reflects good distribution among customers of
different income levels. Of the families located in the non-MSA AA, 16% are low-income and 17%
are moderate-income.  From January 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999, FMIB& T made 17% of the
home improvement loansin this AA to low-income borrowers and 30% to moderate-income
borrowers. During the same period, FMIB& T made 6% of the home purchase loansin the AA to
low-income borrowers and 19% to moderate-income borrowers.

The bank’ s record of lending to smdl businesses and smdl famsisgood. Inthe non-MSA AA,
76% of the smdl business loans made by FMIB& T were to businesses with annua revenues less
than $1 million. Ninety percent of the businessesin the AA have annua revenues of less than $1
million. Only 65% of al of the market's smal business |oans were made to businesses with
revenues of lessthan $1 million. FMIB& T’ s market share of loans made to businesses with annua
revenues of less than $1 million is greater than their market share for smal businessloansin generd.
Also, ninety-nine percent of FMIB& T’ s smdl farm loansin the non-MSA AA were made to farms
with annud revenues of less than $1 million. Thisisin line with demographics, as 98% of the faams
inthe AA have annud revenues of less than $1 million.

FMIB& T slending levesfor HMDA, smdl business, and smdl farm loans reflect good

responsiveness to assessment area credit needs. FMIB& T originated 5,765 loans totaing
approximately $348 million during this evaluation period. In addition, the bank made 777 home
mortgage loans totaing $41 million in 1997. The bank was not a HMDA reporter, therefore the
total of these loansingde the assessment area are not avalable. Also, community development
loans reflect reasonable respongiveness to community credit needs.

A substantial mgority of the loans originated were made within the ingtitution’ s assessment aress.
The bank originated 92% of their home purchase loans, 91% of small business loans, and 82% of
gmdl farm loansingde their assessment aress.

The geographic digtribution of loans made by First Mid-lllinois Bank & Trugt, N.A. is reasonable.
An adequate number of loans made by the bank are in low- and moderate-income census tracts.
Of the home improvement loans originated in the non-MSA counties AA, 8% were made insde the
moderate-income tract, dthough only 2% of the owner-occupied unitsin the AA arein thistract.
Of the home purchase loans originated in the non-MSA AA, the bank originated 2% in the
moderate-income tract.

Lending Activity
Loans originated during the evauation period reflect good responsveness to identified credit needs.

FMIB& T s HMDA lending levels reflect good responsiveness to the housing needs of the AAs. The
largest volume of lending by number of loans made in the evauation period is HMDA products with
3,002 loans totaing $192,990,000, with a substantial mgjority inthe AAs. Market share information
for 1997 HMDA productsis not available, as FMIB& T was not a HMDA reporting bank.

FMIB&T s smdl business lending reflects good responsveness to the credit needsin the AAs.

FMIB& T’ s commitment to meeting its AAs credit needs is demongtrated by the volume of smdll
busnessloansin the areas. Small business lending is the second highest volume of lending with 2,201
loans totaling dmost $138 million made in the AA during the evauation period. The bank ranked 1<t out
of 37 indtitutions (with 65% of the market share) for smal business lending in the non-MSA AA during
1997. The bank was not located in the Champaign County MSA during 1997 until November, but it
did rank 14™ out of 42 in small business lending for the MSA in 1997.

FMIB& T’ s amdl farm lending reflects good responsiveness to the credit needs of the assessment area.
The bank originated 1,605 loans for atota of $73,850,000 within the assessment area during the
evauation period. FMIB&T ranked 1t out of 14 indtitutions (with 78% of the market share) in small
farm lending for the non-MSA for 1997. The bank was not located in the Champaign County MSA
during 1997 until November, but it did rank 9" out of 11 in small farm lending for the MSA in 1997.
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Assessment Area Concentration

A subgtantid mgority of the bank’ s loans are located within the AAs. Theleve of lending ingde the
assessment aeasisgood. Thisisindicative of the bank’s efforts to meet the credit needs within their
assessment areas. The following data shows the leve of lending inside the AAs during the evaluation

period:

Home Purchase--In between January 1, 1998 and June 30,1999, FMIB&T originated 754 home
purchase loans. Five hundred and forty-eight or 73% of these loans were extended within the
bank’s non-MSA AA. Another 145 or 19% home purchase loans were extended within the

bank’ s Champaign County MSA AA. Intota, 92% of the home purchase loans originated at
FMIB&T during these eighteen months were within the bank’ s assessment areas. Our 1997 sample
showed 92% (24 out of 26) home purchase loans were in the assessment areas (81% was in the
non-MSA AA and 11% was in the Champaign County MSA).

Refinance-- In between January 1, 1998 and June 30,1999, FMIB&T originated 1,164 refinance
loans and 850 or 73% were extended inside the bank’s non-MSA AA. An additiona 240 or 21%
of the home refinance loans were made in the Champaign County MSA AA. During these eighteen
months, 94% were in the bank’ s assessment areas. During 1997, our sample 96% (or 25 out of
26) home refinance loans were in the assessment area. Ninety-two percent of these werein the
non-MSA AA, and the other 4% were in the Champaign County MSA.

Home Improvement--In between January 1, 1998 and June 30, 1999, FMIB&T originated 177
loans of which 160 or 90% were originated in the bank’snon-MSA AA. Another home
improvement loan or 1% was originated in the bank’ s Champaign County MSA AA. During these
elghteen months, 91% were in the bank’ s assessment areas. During 1997, 100% of our sample (6
out of 6) of home improvement loans werein the non-MSA AA.

Multi-Family-- In between January 1, 1998 and June 30, 1999, FMIB& T made 16 loans, 11
(69%) of which were indde the bank’s non-MSA assessment area. An additiond 2 loans or 13%
were made within Champaign County. During these eighteen months, 82% were in the bank’s
assessment areas. Our 1997 sample did not include any multi-family mortgage loans.

Small Business--During our evauation period, FMIB& T originated 2,413 small business |oans of
which 2,181 or 90% originated within the non-MSA AA. An additiond 20 or 1% were made
within Champaign County MSA AA.

Small Farm--During the evauation period, FMIB& T originated 1,948 small farm loans and 1,601

or 82% were originated within the non-MSA AA. An additiond 4 loans (less than 1%) were made
in the Champaign County MSA AA.
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Digributions of L oans by Income L eve of the Geography

The geographic digtribution of home mortgage and smdl businessoans reflects an adequate level of
lending in low- and moderate-income census tractYBNAsinsde the AAs. Refer to Tables 2, 3, and 4
in Appendix C for the facts and data used to evauate the geographic distribution of the bank’ s home
mortgage originations. Market share information was not available for home mortgage loans, since the
bank was not aHMDA reporter in 1997. Refer to Table 5 of Appendix C for the facts and data used
to evauate the geographic digtribution of the bank’ s smal business loan originations. Refer to Table6in
Appendix C for the facts and data used to evauate the geographic distribution of the bank’ s smdl farm
loan originations.

Home Purchase L oans

Assessment area #1 - Non-M SA: The geographic distribution of home purchase |oans reflects an
adequate leve of lending in the moderate-income BNA. From January 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999,
the bank originated 10 (or 2% originated in AA #1) home purchase loans totaling $307,000 (or 1% of
dallars originated in AA#1) in the moderate-income BNA. Thereis not alow-income BNA in this
assessment area. This didribution falsin line with the number of owner-occupied unitsin the AA that
are located in the moderate-income BNA, which is 2%. Our sample from 1997 showed that 1% of the
home purchase |oans were in the moderate-income BNA.

Assessment area #2 - Champaign County M SA: The geographic didtribution of home purchase
loansreflectsalow leved of lending in low-income and moderate-income census tracts. From January 1,
1998 through June 30, 1999, the bank originated 2 (or 1% originated in AA #2) home purchase loans
totaling $160,000 (or 1% of dollars originated in AA#2) in the low-income censustracts. Only 1% of
the AA’s owner-occupied units are in low-income CTs. From January 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999,
the bank originated 8 (or 6% originated in AA #1) home purchase loans totaling $642,000 (or 5% of
dollars originated in AA#1) in the moderate-income BNA. Approximately 8% of the owner-occupied
unitsin the AA are in moderate-income census tracts. None of the three home purchase loans from this
AA inour 1997 sample were located in the low- or moderate-income CTs.

Home | mprovement Loans

Assessment area #1 - Non-M SA: The geographic distribution of home improvement loansreflects a
good levd of lending in the moderate-income BNA in the AA. From January 1, 1998 through June 30,
1999, the bank originated 13 (or 8% originated in AA #1) home improvement loans totaling $178,000
(or 9% of the dollars originated in AA#1) in the moderate-income BNA. This compares favorably to
the fact that only 2% of the owner-occupied units in the assessment area are located in the moderate-
income geography. None of the Sx home improvement loans in our 1997 sample were located in the
moderate-income BNA.
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Assessment area #2 - Champaign County M SA: Only one home improvement loan was made in
AA #2 during January 1, 1998 and June 30, 1999. Thisloan was made in a middle-income census
tract. Our 1997 sample did not include any home improvement loans made in AA #2.

Home Mortgage Refinance Loans

Assessment Area #1 - Non-M SA: The geographic didtribution of home mortgage refinance loans
reflects an adequate leve of lending in the moderate-income BNA inthe AA. From January 1, 1998
through June 30, 1999, the bank originated 10 (or 1% of the originationsin AA #1) home refinance
loans totaling $335,000 (or 1% of the dollars originated in AA#1) in the moderate-income BNA. This
digtribution falls just below that of the distribution of owner occupied unitsin the AA. Owner-occupied
units in the moderate-income tracts equa just 2% of dl owner occupied unitsin the AA. None of the
24 home refinance loansin AA #1 included in our 1997 sample were located in the moderate-income
BNA.

Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County M SA: The geographic digtribution of home mortgage
refinance loans reflects alow, but reasonable level of lending in the low-income and moderate-income
censustractsinthe MSA. From January 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999, the bank originated 1 home
refinance loan at $21,000, less than 1% of the home refinance loans originated in the AA, in the low-
income censustracts. Only 1% of the owner-occupied housing in the AA islocated in low-income
censustracts. Thisisdueto the University of Illinois campus area being located in the low-income
censustracts. From the same period, the bank originated 9 (or 4% of originationsin AA) home
refinance loans totaling $747,000 (or 4% of dollars originationed in AA) in the moderate-income census
tracts. Eight percent of the owner-occupied housing is located in the moderate-income census tracts.
Our 1997 sample included only 1 home refinance loan from this AA and it was located in amiddie-
income CT.

Multifamily Loans

Assessment Area #1 - Non-M SA: The geographic digtribution of multifamily loansreflectsa
reasonable level of lending in the moderate-income BNA inthe AA. The bank originated 1 (or 9% of
multifamily loans originated in the AA) multifamily loan totaing $30,000 (or 4% of the dollars originated
inthe AA) between January 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999. Six percent of the multi-family residences
inthe AA arein the moderate-income BNA. No multifamily loans were included in our 1997 home
mortgage sample.

Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County M SA: January 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999,
FMIB&T originated 2 multifamily loans and neither of these loans were in the low- or moderate-income
censustracts. Thisis despite the fact that 35% of the multifamily houses are in the low-income census
tracts and another 19% of the multifamily houses are in the moderate-income census tracts. The
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aggregate 1997 HMDA for dl reporting lenders shows only 33 multi-family loans were made in the
low-income areaand 16 were made in the moderate-income tract. Thereis very little turnover of the
multi-family housing in the low-income and moderate-income tracts, because alot of these units are
univergty housing. No multifamily loans were included in our 1997 home mortgage sample.

Small Business L oans

Assessment Area #1 - Non-M SA: During the assessment period, FMIB& T’ s geographic distribution
of small business loans reflects an adequate distribution of lending to businesses in the moderate-income
BNA. Sixty-eight (or 3% of smdl businessloans originated in the AA) smdl business loans totding
$3,764,000 (or 3% of the dollars originated in the AA) were made in the moderate-income BNA. This
isin line with the demographics for the AA, as 4% of the business are located in the moderate-income
BNA. FMIB&T made 74% of the smal business |oans |ocated in the moderate-income BNA.

Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County M SA: During the assessment period, FMIB&T’'s
geographic digtribution of smal business loans reflects an adequate distribution of lending to businesses
in the low-income census tracts, but showed no penetration in the moderate-income census tracts.
FMIB&T originated 2 loans (or 10%) totaling $1,002,000 (or 21%) smdl businessloansin the low-
income censustracts. Thisisline with demographic data as 10% of businessesinthe AA are located in
the low-income censustracts. FMIB&T did not originate any smal business |oans in moderate-income
censustractsinthe AA. Twenty-six percent of the businessesin the AA are located in the moderate-
income censustracts. There were over 400 small business |oans reported in the moderate-income CTs
during 1997 by other banks. However, the FMIB& T Urbana branch concentrates on home mortgage
loans and originates very few commercid loans

Small Farm Loans

Assessment Area #1 - Non-M SA: During the assessment period, FMIB& T geographic distribution
of amal farm loans reflects an adequate distribution of lending to farms in the moderate-income BNA.
The bank originated 26 (or 2%) totaing $1,350,000 (or 2%) smdl farm loans in the moderate-income
BNA. Only 3.5% of tota farmsinthe AA are located in the moderate-income BNA. FMIB& T made
100% of the smdl farm loans located in the moderate-income BNA.

Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County M SA: During the assessment period, FMIB&T did not
originate any smal farm loans in the low- and moderate-income censustractsinthe AA. Thisis
reasonable, as only 14 smdl farm loans were reported by dl lenders in the low- and moderate-income
CTs. Four percent of the farmsin the AA arelocated in low-income census tracts and 11% of the
farms are in moderate-income census tracts.

Lending Gap Analysis.
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There were no unexplained conspicuous gapsin the bank’ s lending.

Assessment Area #1 - Non-M SA: Theonly lending gep in the AA occurred in Effingham county
BNAs #9501, #9598, and #9599 for smdl farms. These BNAs are middle- and upper-income
BNAs. A mgority of these BNAs are located in the city limits of Effingham and there are very few
farms, atotal of 17, located in these BNAS. Also, there are 10 financid indtitutions located in the
county. This explanation is reasonable.

Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County M SA: For HMDA products, there was no penetration
in four tracts (#102.01, #102.2, #102.03, and #103) located in Rantoul. This because of the distance
of the city from the branch in Urbana and the competition of banks located in Rantoul. There were
some gaps in the cities of Champaign and Urbanain tracts #1, #4, #51, #59, and #60 for HMDA
loans. A lot of this area condgts of the University of Illinois campus and downtown businesses. Very
few, atotd of 165, owner occupied houses are found in these tract. Of these nine census tracts with no
penetration, three are low-income tracts and three are moderate-income tracts. The explanations for
these gaps are reasonable.

Home mortgages are the primary product at the Urbana branch, only eeven tracts (fairly spread out and
at least one of al types of income tracts) have penetration for smal businessloans. Also only one
census tract has penetration for smal farm loans.

Distribution of Loans by Income Level of the Borrower

The digtribution of lending to borrowers of different income levels reflects agood level of lending among
retall cusomers, farm and business customers of different Sze. Eighty-six percent of the small business
and small farm loans originated in the assessment areas were to businesses and farms with revenues of
lessthan $1 million. Refer to Tables 7, 8, 9,10, and 11 in Appendix C for the facts and data used to
evauate the borrower didtribution of the bank’ s home mortgage , smdl business, and smal farm loan
originaions.

Home Purchase L oans

Assessment Area #1 - Non-M SA: The digtribution of lending to borrowers reflects agood level of
home purchase loans to individuds of different income levels. An andysis of the 548 home purchase
originationsin the AA, during January 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999, shows the bank extended 6% of
the number of home purchase loans to low-income borrowers and 19% to moderate-income
borrowers. Low-income families make up 16% of the AA, however amgority of these families are
below poverty levd. Thirteen percent of the AA isbeow poverty level. Seventeen percent of families
inthe AA are moderate-income. Our sample of 1997 red estate loans showed that 1% of the home
purchase loansin the AA were made to moderate-income borrowers.
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Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County M SA: The digtribution of lending to borrowers reflects a
good level of home purchase loans to individuds of different incomes. An andysis of the 145 home
purchase originationsin the AA, during January 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999, shows the bank
extended 10% of the number of home purchase loans to low-income borrowers and 25% to moderate-
income borrowers. Low-income families make up 20% of the AA, however amgority of these families
are below poverty leve. Fifteen percent of the AA isbeow poverty levd. Eighteen percent of families
inthe AA are moderate-income. None of the three home purchase loansin the AA from our sample of
1997 redl estate |oans were made to low- or moderate-income borrowers.

Home | mprovement Loans

Assessment Area #1 - Non-M SA: Thedigtribution of lending to borrowers reflects a good leved of
home improvement loansto individuas of different incomelevels. An andyss of the 145 home
improvement originaionsin the AA, during January 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999, shows the bank
extended 15% of the number of home improvement loans to low-income borrowers and 27% to
moderate-income borrowers. These percentages are above the AA demographics for low- and
moderate-income families. Low-income families make up 16% of the AA, however amgority of these
families are below poverty level. Thirteen percent of the AA isbeow poverty level. Seventeen percent
of familiesin the AA are moderate-income. Our 1997 sample of red estate loans shows that 30% of
the home improvement |oans were made to low-income borrowers, and another 17% were made to
moderate-income borrowers.

Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County M SA: Only one home improvement loan was made in
the AA during the period January 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999. Thisloan was madeto alow-
income gpplicant. Our 1997 sample did not include any home improvement loan made in this AA.

Home Mortgage Refinance Loans

Assessment Area #1 - Non-M SA: Thedigtribution of lending to borrowers reflects an adequate leve
of home mortgage refinance loans to individuas of different income levels. An andyss of the 834 home
mortgage refinance originations from January 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999 shows the bank extended
4% of the number of home mortgage refinance loans to low-income borrowers and 13% to moderate-
income borrowers. These percentages fal below the AA demographics for low- and moderate-income
families. Low-income families make up 16% of the AA, however amgority of these families are below
poverty level. Thirteen percent of the AA isbelow poverty level. Seventeen percent of familiesin the
AA are moderate-income. Our 1997 sample of red estate loans showed that 2% of the home refinance
loans were made to low-income families and 28% were to moderate-income families.

Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County M SA: The digtribution of lending to borrowers reflects
an adequate leve of home mortgage refinance loans to individuds of different income levels. An
andysis of 220 home mortgage refinance originations from January 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999
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shows the bank extended 5% of the number of home mortgage refinance loans to low-income
borrowers and 13% to moderate-income borrowers. Low-income families make up 20% of the AA,
however amgority of these families are below poverty level. Fifteen percent of the AA is below
poverty level. Eighteen percent of familiesin the AA are moderate-income.  The one home refinance
loan in our 1997 sample was made to a middle-income borrower.

Small Business L oans

Assessment Area #1 - Non-M SA Counties: FMIB& T slending levelsfor smal busnessloansin
AA #1 reflects adequate respong veness to community credit needs. Seventy-six percent of the small
business oans made in the assessment area were made to companies with annua revenues less than $1
million. Ninety percent of the businessesin the AA have revenues less than $1 million. FMIB&T hasa
greater share of the market of |oans to businesses with revenue less than $1 million than their share of all
amdl busnessloans. Only 65% of amdl businesses |oans were made to businesses with annua
revenues of lessthan $1 million inthe AA.

FMIB& T’ s smdl business digtribution shows a sgnificant amount of these loans are for smdl dollar
amounts. Eighty-four percent of the reported smd | business loans were for origind amounts of
$100,000 or less. An additiona eleven percent of FMIB& T’ sloans were for origind amounts between
$100,000 and $250,000. Five percent of al reported smal business loans were originated for amounts
between $250,000 and $1,000,000. Table 10 illustrates the distribution of loans by origina loan
amount and to businesses with revenues less than $1 million.

Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County M SA: Eighty percent of the smdl businessloans madein
the assessment area were made to companies with annud revenues less than $1 million. Ninety-one
percent of the businesses in the assessment area have revenues less than $1 million. This shows
adeguate response to the community credit needs.

FMIB&T s smadl business distribution shows amgority of these loans are for smdl dollar amounts.
Fifty percent of the reported smal businessloans were for origina amounts of $100,000 or less. An
additiond fifteen percent of FMIB& T’ s loans were for origind amounts between $100,000 and
$250,000. Thirty-five percent of dl reported smal business |oans were originated for amounts between
$250,000 and $1,000,000. Table 10 illustrates the distribution of loans by origina loan amount and to
businesses with revenues less than $1 million.

Small Farm Loans

Assessment Area #1- Non-M SA Counties: FMIB& T’ slending levesfor smdl farm loansin this
AA reflects good responsiveness to community credit needs. Ninety-nine percent of the smdl farm
loans made in the AA were to farms with annud revenues of less than $1 million. Thisis comparableto
the demographics of the area as ninety-nine percent of the farmsin AA have annua revenues of less
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than $1 million.

FMIB& T’ ssmdl farm digtribution shows a substantia mgjority of these loans are for smal dollar
amounts. Ninety-one percent of the smal farm loans were with origina amounts of $100,000 or less.
An additiona 7% were for amounts between $100,000 to $250,000. Table 11 illustrates the
digtribution of loans by origind loan amount and to businesses with revenues less than $1 million.

Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County: One hundred percent of the four smal farm loans made
inthe AA were to farms with annua revenues of lessthan $1 million. Ninety-eight percent of the AA
farms have annud revenues of less than $1 million.

Twenty-five percent of these loans had origina loan amounts of $100,000 or less. Seventy-five percent
had loan amounts of $100,000 through $250,000.

Community Development Lending

Assessment Area #1 - Non-M SA Counties: FMIB& T made an adequate level of community
development loansin view of the limited opportunities available in the AA. Thiswas determined by a
discussion with bank officers and examiner familiarity of the area. This assessment area contains only
one moderate-income BNA. The bank’s offices are dl located in an area with little community
development opportunity. FMIB&T originated two community development loans totding $20,000
during this evduation period. These loans are not HMDA or CRA reportable loans. Both of these
loans were to Coles County Habitat for Humanity, a not-for-profit organization, for cost overruns on
congtruction/rehabilitation projects. During this assessment period, five houses have been constructed
or rehabilitated in the assessment area for low-income families. Three of these projectswere in the
moderate-income area.

Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County M SA: No community development loans have been
madeinthisAA. A lack of loansis reasonable because of the short period of time the bank has beenin
the AA. Itisimportant to remember that only Sx percent of the indtitution’s deposits come from the
Champaign branch. Also, only seven percent of the loansin the bank’ s assessment areas werein AA
#2.

Product I nnovation and Flexibility

FMIB&T offersflexible lending products to help meet credit needs of low- and moderate- income
individuasin their AA. These products include a zero-percent down payment mortgage program and a
lower rate mortgage program. Bank production numbers during this evaluation period are shown
below.

Rural Housing Loans - 20 loans - $982,900
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This Rurd Development product offers borrowers expanded flexibility with regard to the
amount and source of down payment funds. This program is designed for borrowers of good
credit qudity that cannot afford the high costs associated with buying ahome. It dlows aloan-
to-vadueratio of 100%. Thisprogram islimited to non-MSA properties and islimited to
goplicants that do not exceed their low- to moderate- income limits. (These limits do differ from
CRA low- and moderate- income definitions. Rura Development defines moderate-income as
the greater of 115% of the average of the state non-metropolitan and the statewide median
family incomes or 115/80ths of the area low-income limit.)

[llinois Housing Development Authority (IHDA) First-time Homebuyers Loans - 121 Loans -
$5,808,851

Thisis alower-rate mortgage product that the bank originated for IHDA. FMIB&T will
provide an in-house servicing on this product that offers arate of 1/4 to 1/2 percent off the
current market rates. There are gpplicant income limits and purchase price limits targeting the
low- and moderate-income individuals. These limits are relaxed in targeted census tracts, which
aretypicdly the low- and moderate- income tracts.

FHA Title| Loan Program - 76 Loans - $473,588

This home improvement product offers alonger term, being ten years a afixed rate. This
program has a qudifying debt-to-income ratio limitation of 44%. This product alows low- and
moderate- income individuas an opportunity to get a home improvements and lower the
payment amount, as the loan is extended over ten years compared to the norma home
improvement loans of three to five years.

INVESTMENT TEST

The bank’ s performance under the Investment Test israted “Low Satisfactory.” Refer to Table 12 in
Appendix C for the facts and data used to evauate the bank’ s level of qudified investments.

Mgor Conclusons:

Firg Mid-llinois Bank and Trugt, N.A.’ s investment activities demongtrate an adequate leve of
community development investments based on its Sze, financid capacity and assessment area (AA)
opportunities.

During the evauation period, FMIB& T made $11,418 in quaified investments and donations,
which benefited its assessment areas. The bank aso had $25,130 in qudified investments il
outstanding since the previous examination.
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Assessment Area #1 -Non-M SA Counties:

All qudified investments are in assessment areaone. Tota qudified investments are $36,548, with
$25,130 of these being remaining investments from the prior assessment period. Information obtained
from the Community Reinvestment and Devel opment Specidigts at the OCC and from the bank
indicates that investment opportunitiesin the AA are limited.

Magor investments are investments in Community Development Corporations that are till outstanding
gncethe last CRA examindion. Specific details of the qudified investments follow:

The bank isinvolved in the Coles County Community Development and the Effingham County
Community Development Corporation. Both of these CDCs were developed to help mest the
financid needs of amdl business and economic development. The bank, which is one of the five
largest investors in the CDC, has committed to purchasing $50,000 of the Coles County CDC.
There are atotd of nineinvestors in the Effingham County CDC with FMIB& T committed to
purchasing $22,500. Thetota committed amount to the Effingham CDC by the nine banksis
$250,000. The bank’s outstanding CDC investments are 25,130.

The qudified investments that were made during this assessment period were donations to various
community groups and organizations. FMIB& T has established a scholarship fund to assst needy Lake
Land College students. Yearly, FMIB&T provide 8 scholarships to low- and moderate-income
individuals who will attend Lake Land College. The tota amount award during our assessment period
equals $10,000. The bank also made smdler qudified donations to groups that promote affordable
housing or community development servicesto low- and moderate-income familiesin the assessment
area.

Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County:

The bank has not originated any qudified investments or donations in Assessment Area Two. For this
assessment period, thisis reasonable since the bank has been in this market for ardatively short period
of time. The bank also has alow penetration of businessin the Champaign Area. Asof 6-30-98
deposits, the Urbana branch accounted for only 6 % of bank deposits and only 1.2% of the total
depositsin Champaign County.

SERVICE TEST
The bank’ s performance under the Service Test israted “High Satisfactory.” Refer to Table 13in

Appendix C for the facts and data used to evauate the distribution of the bank’s branch and ATM
ddivery sysem.
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Major Conclusions:

FMIB&T s ddivery systems are reasonably ble to geographies and individuals of different
income levasinitsAA.

The bank provides ardatively high level of community development services.

Retail Banking Services

All bank locations provide full banking services. The bank offers numerous loan and deposit products.
These include guaranteed mortgage and business loans, as well as affordable housing programs, free
electronic accounts, free Senior Checking Accounts, and ATM and debit cards.

Assessment Area 1 - Non-M SA: FMIB& T’ sddivery systems are reasonably accessible to dll
geographies and individuds of different income levelsinthisAA. In addition to the main office,
FMIB& T operates 12 full-service branch facilities and 16 automated teller machines (ATM’s) in the
AA. FMIB&T has 7.69% of its branches and 12.5% of its ATMsin the moderate-incometract. This
compares very favorably with the demographic data of only 2% of the population living in this tract.

The bank has closed two branches during this evauation period. One was located in an upper-income
BNA, while the other was in amiddle-income BNA. Nether closing had a negative effect on low- or
moderate-income individuas. Both closing were following amerger or acquistion that resulted in the
bank having two locations within ablock of one another. The bank does have one branch location in
the moderate-income BNA.

Branch hours offer reasonable access and convenience. Each location has drive-up facilities, with the
exception of agrocery store facility. Lobby and drive-up hours vary depending on the community’s
needs and if the location isa high traffic area.  All, but three locations, offer lobby hours on Saturday.
The branch in the moderate-income tract has both lobby and drive-up hours on Saturday.

Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County M SA

The bank offers one branch and one ATM inthisAA. These arelocated in a middle-income census
tract. Thisbranch iswithin reasonable distance from alow-income censustract. Also, alarge portion
of the low- and moderate- income census tracts is made up of the University of Illinois Campus.

This branch offers lobby hours on Monday through Friday from 8:30 through 4:30. Drive-up hours are

Monday through Thursday from 8:30 through 5:00, Friday from 8:30 through 6:00, and Saturday from
8:30 through Noon. No branches have been closed in this area.

Alternative Delivery Systems

FMIB&T offers 24-hour telebanking to its customers, which alows them to check balances, transfer
funds, make loan payments, order stop payments, request statement reprints, and get rate information
on deposits viathe telephone. Thisdlows dl customers, including low- and moderate-income
customers, to inexpensively conduct banking business during non-banking hours.

FMIB&T dso offers a PC Home Banking product that allows customers to obtain account information
and has report generation, daily statement updates and checkbook balancing, and eectronically pay any
bill. The bank dso has an Internet Site that provides information on financid services and loan
programs. These services have limited benefits to those low- and moderate-income individuas whom
own computers.

Community Development Services

FMIB&T has provided ardatively high leve of community development servicesin its assessment
aress.

FMIB&T offers ano fee eectronic banking account targeted to low- and moderate-income individuals.
The account is atotally eectronic account with aVisa check card issued. No checks areinvolved in
thisaccount. A minimum opening baance of $100 is required, however the minimum balanceis only
$1. Asof June 30, 1999, there were 106 Direct Access accountsin use. Thisaccount isavailablein
both AAs.

Assessment Area #1 - Non-M SA Counties

Community Development Assistance Program (CDAP) - Business Loans
Community Development Assistance Program (CDAP) - Housing Loans
City of Charleston Tax Increment Financing

The City of Charleston offers a busness CDAP program to provide gap financing to smal businessesin
Charleston based on job creation. The City of Charleston offers the CDAP housing program to assst
low- and moderate-income gpplicants in obtaining low interest funds to conduct repairs and
rehabilitation on single family houses. The Charleston Tax Increment Financing alows smdl businesses
inthe TIF digtrict accessto low interest money and grants to rehabilitate buildings and/or provide
working capitd to the busness. FMIB&T provides technicad assistance in providing proposed
amortization schedules for these programs. FMIB& T acts as the loan servicing agent by handling
payments, sending collection notices and reporting payments, interest earned, and delinquencies to the
City of Charleston on amonthly basis. FMIB&T is currently servicing $885,666 in loans from these
programs for asmall servicing fee (only .375% of the monthly outstanding baances).
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Coles County Habitat for Humanity

This organization builds and rehabilitates housing, which is sold a no profit and financed with affordable,
no-interest loans to low-income families. Two officersa FMIB& T have provided financid education to
Habitat for Humanity candidates and have asssted them in completing the Habitat for Humanity
goplication. FMIB&T provides free access to the credit bureau reporting system for Habitat for
Humanity. One officer serves on the Family Sdection Committee and the Fundraisng Committee,
where she uses her financid technical expertiseto asss this organization. An advisory director of
FMIB&T serves on the site selection committee.

Mattoon Natural Disaster Fund

An officer of FMIB& T served as treasurer and coordinator of the Mattoon Natural Disaster Fund. He
was aso part of the distribution committee that decided how the funds were to be disbursed based on
need and loss. Two naturd disasters occurred during this assessment period, the May 1998 tornado
and the summer of 1999 flooding, which primarily affected alow-income housing development in
Mattoon.

Private Industry Council

This council runsthe Lake Land College didocated worker and job training programs. These
didocated workers are primarily low- and moderate-income individuals. An officer of FMIB& T wasa
director of this council during part of the assessment period. He provided financid advice for the
coundl.

Small Business Development Committee of Charleston Chamber of Commerce

An officer of FMIB& T serves on the Smdl Business Development Committee. He was aso on the
committee that organized the Charleston Chamber Small Business Conference which was an education
forum for smdl busnesses.

City of Neoga Revolving Loan Program

An officer of FMIB& T serves as an advisor for this program that provides gap financing for smdl
businesses. He has assisted gpplicants in preparing the gpplication and serves on the gpplication review

committee.

Cumberland County Devel opment Cor poration
East Central Illinois Development Corporation

These corporations provide programs to assist businesses to enhance the economic conditionsin the
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community. They recruit businesses to the community and assist them in finding funding for expansons.
These corporations ded primarily with small businesses. An officer of FMIB& T serves as adirector of
these corporations and provides financia expertise to the corporations.

Cumberland County Producers Alliance

Thisisanew organization, which is related to the Cumberland County Development Corporation, which
was developed to provide assstance to farmers, primarily of smdl farms, in the community. They are
providing premiums for certain crops and livestock products. An officer of FMIB& T servesasa
director of this dliance and provides financia expertise.

Coles County Community Development Corporation

This corporation provides loansto small busnessesin the county. An executive officer of the bank
serves on the board for this CDC and assigts in reviewing gpplications and making loan decisions.

Main Street Tuscola

Main Street Tuscolais adivison of the Tuscola Economic Development, Inc., and isinvolved in the
revitalization of downtown Tuscola by attracting and retaining smal businesses in the downtown area.
An officer of FMIB& T isthe Presdent of this organization. Heis providing financid expertise for the
organization.

Assessment Area #2 - Champaign County M SA

The bank has not offered any community development servicesin thisAA. It isimportant to remember

that only asmal portion of the bank’ s businessis conducted out of the Urbana facility. Also, the bank
has only been in the market snce November 1997.
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APPENDIX A: SCOPE OF EXAMINATION
