Ms. Chomicz was
also an active participant in the FDIC's Cross-Regional Litigation Program, handling major
enforcement actions in FDIC Regional Offices in Boston, Kansas City and Atlanta.

Ms. Chomicz is a graduate of DePauw University and the 11T-Chicago Kent College of Law. She
has been a long-time faculty member of the American Bankers Association National
Compliance School, where she has taught courses related to financial privacy and deposit
insurance.
